Dear loving parishioners, 

Love and Peace of Christ! 
 

The main themes of todayõs 

scripture are the power of intercessory prayer, the ideal prayer, 

the Our Father, and the necessity for persistence and 

perseverance in prayer, with trusting faith and boldness. In 

short, they teach us what to pray and how to pray. 
 

Life Messages:  

1) Prayer is essential for Christian family life. To remain faithful 

in marriage, the spouses must pray, not only individually, but 

together.  They must thank God and offer intercessory prayers 

for each other, for their children and for their dear ones.    Daily 

prayer will help married couples to celebrate and reverence 

Godõs vision of human sexuality and honor life from conception 

to natural death.  Here is St. John Marie Vianneyõs advice to a 

couple:  "Spend three minutes praising and thanking God for all 

you have. Spend three minutes asking Godõs pardon for your 

sins and presenting your needs before Him. Spend three 

minutes reading the Bible and listening to God in silence. And do 

this every day." 

2) Let not lame excuses turn us away from prayer: Modern 

Christians give four lame excuses for not praying.   

 a) We are too busy. Often the first thing given up by a busy 

Christian is his prayer life thus disconnecting himself from the 

real source of spiritual power. 

b) A second excuse: we donõt believe that prayer does that much 

good other than giving us psychological motivation to be better 

persons.   Prayer establishes and augments our relationship with 

God, the source of our power. 

c) A third excuse: A loving God should provide for us and protect 

us without our asking Him.  Prayer expresses our awareness of 

our need for God and our dependence on Him. d) A fourth 

excuse: Prayer is boring.  It is never boring if we learn to talk to 

God and listen to Him.

$413,626.53 to the Haiti earthquake relief efforts through 

parish special collections.  This is by far the largest response 

to an international relief effort in the history of the diocese and 

outstanding for a diocese our size.  The letter went on to say 

that an additional $282,192.96 was donated directly to CRS 

from zip codes within the Diocese of La Crosse, bringing the 

total to $695,819.49!  That is a response of incredible 

generosity, especially in the midst of tough economic times.
